HISTORICAL NOTES

The Nannup Shire office was previously the Nannup State School which consisted of one classroom
when it opened in 1905. Additional classrooms were added circa 1925 when the schools from
Barrabup and Ellis Creek were relocated to Nannup. A new school was built in 1963 and in 1966 the
Shire administration moved from the Old Road Board into the refurbished building.

DESCRIPTION

The building has been refurbished to meet the requirements of the Shire. The second classroom
which was relocated from Barrabup has been demolished however the classroom from Ellis Creek still
exists and is used as the library. The original school buildings were constructed of timber
weatherboard with corrugated iron sheeting.
